The Personal Information Protection Act (PIPA) is Alberta’s private sector privacy law.
PIPA is consent based and allows organizations to collect personal information for
reasonable purposes. It outlines what information organizations may collect, how it is
collected, how it can be used and when it is appropriate to disclose.

Requests can be made for up to $3,000.

The next online application deadline is May 15 for projects occurring after July 1.
Upcoming application deadlines include October 15, 2019 (for projects after December
1, 2019) and February 15, 2020 (for projects after April 1, 2020).
